Door Offering for Mark Hoffmann Dear friends of Mark 
Hoffmann. On November 30, 2021, Mark was trimming a 

tree in his yard on scaffolding. In a freak accident, a falling branch 
crashed into the scaffolding, causing Mark to fall and break his 
back. Mark had surgery on his back the next day. Doctors re-
paired the shattered vertebrae. The prognosis, however, is not 
good: Mark may never walk again.  
Mark’s hospitalization started on 11/30/21. He has since been re-
leased and is at home. The costs of hospitalization and physical 
therapy are significant. Making the Hoffmann home wheelchair-
accessible is a must. Mark’s faith in God remains certain even as 
he heads into an uncertain future. We don’t know the plans that 



our God has for Mark, but we do know that He works all things 
out for those who trust him.  
Please consider giving any monetary amount to support Mark and 
his family. As he said to his daughter, Joy, “God’s got this!” We can 
become one answer-among many-to Mark’s prayers.

FIRST LESSON             ISAIAH 62:1-5 
For the sake of Zion I will not be silent. For the sake of Jerusalem I 
will not be quiet, until her righteousness goes forth shining 
brightly, and her salvation burns like a torch. 2 Nations will see 
your righteousness, and all kings will see your glory. You will be 
called by a new name that the mouth of the LORD will assign to 
you. 3 Then you will be a beautiful crown in the LORD’s hand, and 
a royal diadem in the palm of your God. 4 You will never again be 
called Abandoned, and your land will never again be called Deso-
lation, for you will be called My Delight Is in Her, and your land 
will be called Married, because the LORD delights in you, and 
your land will be married. 5 For just as a young man marries a vir-
gin, your sons will marry you, and just as a bridegroom rejoices 
over a bride, your God will rejoice over you. 
PSALM OF THE DAY          PSALM 133-134 (page 115) 
SECOND LESSON       1 CORINTHIANS 12:1–11 
Now concerning spiritual gifts, brothers, I do not want you to be 
uninformed. 2 You know that when you were pagans, you were 
deceived and somehow led away to mute idols. 3 Therefore I am 
informing you that no one speaking by God’s Spirit says, “A curse 
be upon Jesus,” and no one can say, “Jesus is Lord,” except by the 
Holy Spirit. 4 There are various kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit. 
5 There are different kinds of ministries, and yet the same Lord. 6 
There are various kinds of activity, but the same God, who pro-
duces all of them in everyone. 7 Each person is given a manifesta-
tion of the Spirit for the common good. 8 To one person a mes-
sage of wisdom is given by the Spirit; to another, a message of 
knowledge, as the same Spirit provides it; 9 by the same Spirit, 
faith is given to someone else; and to another, the same Spirit 



gives healing gifts. 10 Another is given powers to do miracles; an-
other, the gift of prophecy; another, the evaluating of spirits; 
someone else, different kinds of tongues; and another, the inter-
pretation of tongues. 11 One and the same Spirit produces all of 
these, distributing them to each one individually as he desires. 
VERSE OF THE DAY  Alleluia. He said to me, “You are my servant 
in whom I will display my splendor.” Alleluia. (Isaiah 49:3 cf. NIV) 
GOSPEL                JOHN 2:1–11 
Three days later, there was a wedding in Cana of Galilee. Jesus’ 
mother was there. 2 Jesus and his disciples were also invited to 
the wedding. 3 When the wine was gone, Jesus’ mother said to 
him, “They have no wine.” 4 Jesus said to her, “Woman, what 
does that have to do with you and me? My time has not come 
yet.” 5 His mother said to the servants, “Do whatever he tells 
you.” 6 Six stone water jars, which the Jews used for ceremonial 
cleansing, were standing there, each holding twenty or thirty gal-
lons. 7 Jesus told them, “Fill the jars with water.” So they filled 
them to the brim. 8 Then he said to them, “Now draw some out 
and take it to the master of the banquet.” And they did. 9 When 
the master of the banquet tasted the water that had now be-
come wine, he did not know where it came from (though the 
servants who had drawn the water knew). The master of the ban-
quet called the bridegroom 10 and said to him, “Everyone serves 
the good wine first, and when the guests have had plenty to 
drink, then the cheaper wine. You saved the good wine until 
now!” 11 This, the beginning of his miraculous signs, Jesus per-
formed in Cana of Galilee. He revealed his glory, and his disciples 
believed in him.
