SECOND LESSON 2 CORINTHIANS 5:1-10
Now we know that if the tent that is our earthly home is de-
stroyed, we have a building from God, an eternal home in heav-
en, which is not made by human hands. 2 In fact, the reason we
groan is that we long to be clothed with our dwelling from heav-
en. 3 If we do indeed put it on, we will certainly not be found na-
ked. 4 To be sure, while we are in this tent, we groan and are
burdened, because we do not want to be unclothed, but to be
clothed, so that what is mortal may be swallowed up by life. 5
Now the one who prepared us for this very purpose is God, who
gave us the Spirit as the down payment. 6 Therefore we are al-
ways confident and know that while we are at home in the body,
we are away from the Lord, 7 for we walk by faith, not by sight.

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GOSPEL MARK 4:26-34
26 He said, “The kingdom of God is like this: A man scatters
seed on the ground, 27 and while he sleeps and rises, night and
day the seed sprouts and grows, though he does not know
how. 28 The ground produces fruit on its own: first the blade,
then the head, then the full grain in the head. 29 When the
crop is ready, he swings the sickle without delay, because the
harvest has come.” 30 Then he said, “To what should we com-
pare the kingdom of God? Or with what parable may we pic-
ture it? 31 It is like a mustard seed, which when sown on the
ground is one of the smallest of all the seeds planted in the
ground.
