SECOND LESSON 2 CORINTHIANS 5:14-21
14 For the love of Christ compels us, because we came to this
conclusion: One died for all; therefore, all died. 15 And he died
for all, so that those who live would no longer live for themselves
but for him, who died in their place and was raised again. 16 As a
result, from now on, we regard no one according to the flesh.
Even though we knew Christ according to the flesh, we no longer
know him that way. 17 So then, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new
creation. The old has passed away. The new has come! 18 And all
these things are from God, who reconciled us to himself through
Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation. 19 That is, God
was in Christ reconciling the world to himself, not counting their
trespasses against them.

GOSPEL MARK 4:35-41

small boats also followed him. 37 A great windstorm arose,
and the waves were splashing into the boat, so that the boat
was quickly filling up. 38 Jesus himself was in the stern, sleep-
ing on a cushion. They woke him and said, “Teacher, don’t you
care that we are about to drown?” 39 Then he got up, rebuked
the wind, and said to the sea, “Peace!
