150th Anniversary of the Ev. Lutheran Church of St John 

 

Rev. Carl Heubner from the Wisconsin Synod was sent to serve Lutheran immigrants who 
had organized congregations in Marinette County.  One group was started in 1780 called the 
German Lutheran Congregation of Peshtigo and Surrounding Territory.  On October 8, 1871 
the Peshtigo Fire devoured all of Peshtigo and the surrounding territory.  The homes, barns, 
cattle, belongings, and the church building of these members were reduced to ashes.  Many 
lost husbands, wives, and children.  Those who survived took courage and wanted a new 
start for their church.  On January 1st , 1874 a new congregation was organized.  The name 
they chose was the Ev. Lutheran Saint Johannes Gemeinde.  (Ev. Lutheran Church of St. John) 
It was decided to build a church on three acres donated by Fred Warnecke.   In August of 
1876 a wooden church building was erected on the very site of our present sanctuary.  

   

We will be remembering this 150th Anniversary with a special thanksgiving service on Octo-
ber 13th, 2024 at 10:00 am.  Fellowship meal to follow.

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FIRST LESSON                 EXODUS 16:2–15 
2 The entire Israelite community grumbled against Moses and 
Aaron in the wilderness. 3 The Israelites said to them, “If only 
we had died by the LORD’s hand in the land of Egypt, when we 
sat around pots of meat and ate as much food as we wanted, 
but now you have brought us out into this wilderness to have 
this whole community die of hunger.” 4 Then the LORD said to 
Moses, “Watch what I will do. I will rain down bread from 
heaven for you, and the people will go out each day and gather 
enough for that day. In this way I will test whether they will fol-
low my instructions or not. 5 On the sixth day they will prepare 
what they bring in, and it will be twice as much as they gather 
on the other days.” 6 So Moses and Aaron said to all the Israel-
ites, “At evening you will know that it was the LORD who 
brought you out of the land of Egypt, 7 and in the morning you 
will see the Glory of the LORD, because he has heard your con-
stant grumbling against the LORD. Who are we that you should 
grumble against us?” 8 Moses said, “Now the LORD will give 
you meat to eat in the evening and as much bread as you want 
in the morning, because the LORD has heard your grumbling 
against him. Who are we? Your grumbling is not against us but 
against the LORD.” 9 Then Moses said to Aaron, “Tell the entire 
Israelite community, ‘Come before the LORD, because he has 
heard your grumbling.’” 10 As Aaron spoke to the entire Israel-
ite community, they turned toward the wilderness, and sud-
denly the Glory of the LORD appeared in the cloud. 11 The 
LORD spoke to Moses: 12 “I have heard the grumbling of the 
Israelites. Say to them, ‘At evening you will eat meat, and in 
the morning you will eat bread until you are full. Then you will 
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know that I am the LORD your God.’” 13 So in the evening quail 
came and covered the camp, and in the morning a layer of dew 
surrounded the camp. 14 When the layer of dew was gone, there 
were thin flakes on the surface of the wilderness, thin as frost on 
the ground. 15 When the Israelites saw it, they said to one anoth-
er, “What is it?” because they did not know what it was. Moses 
said to them, “This is the bread which the LORD has given to you 
as food to eat.” 
PSALM OF THE DAY             PSALM 145(PAGE 119) 
SECOND LESSON                       EPHESIANS 4:17–24 
17 So I tell you this and testify to it in the Lord: Do not walk any 
longer as the Gentiles walk, in their futile way of thinking. 18 
They are darkened in their understanding, alienated from the life 
of God, because of the ignorance that is in them, due to the hard-
ness of their hearts. 19 Because they have no sense of shame, 
they have given themselves over to sensuality, with an ever-
increasing desire to practice every kind of impurity. 20 But you 
did not learn Christ in that way, 21 if indeed you have heard of 
him and were taught in him (since the truth is in Jesus). 22 As far
